Director’s Report

The South Carolina
General Assembly will
wrap up this first year of a
two year session with
several pieces of legisla-
tion left hanging on the
vine. The Senate has been
consumed with the 2011-
2012 budget leaving very
little time for issues with
wide business interest. Left
undone is Tort Reform,
Unemployment Insurance
Tax Relief, Government
Restructuring allowing the
Governor and Lt. Governor
to run on the same ticket
and allowing the Governor
to appoint the Superinten-
dent of Education, forma-
tion of a Department of
Administration under the
Governor, Business Li-
cense Fees, Charter
Schools, etc. It is very like
these issues will have to
wait until the legislature
returns to Columbia in

January. Between now and
the next legislative session
the Chamber will develop
its Legislative Agenda
outlining the issues Chamber
Members feel the legislators
need to address.

On May 3", the Western
York County Senior Expo
was held at Filbert Presby-
terian Church in their family
life center. The event was
sponsored by the Greater
Clover Chamber, ICE-
Individuals Caring for the
Elderly and the Greater York
Chamber. This year 54
exhibitors signed up to offer
their products and services
to the more than 180 attend-
ing seniors and caregivers
of seniors. 2011 marks the
4™ year the event has been
offered and each year the
number of attendees has
grown indicating more
seniors and caregivers are
seeking information about

available help. Proceeds
from the event are divided
equally between two organi-
zations one in Clover and
one in York for their use to
help people in need.

Two issues you should take
note of Redistricting and
Charleston Port dredging.
Thanks to Senator Graham,
and Congressmen Clyburn
and Scott for obtaining the
funds for the port dredging
study. With the completion
of the 2010 Census, states,
counties and municipalities
will need to redraw district
voting lines due to popula-
tion shifts. The result of
York County’s growth is
additional representation in
both houses of the General
Assembly, and for South
Carolina, a 7™ Congres-
sional seat. Redistricting
means more representation
for the County and for South
Carolina.
