  The Chamber Commit-
tees have been working on
several key issues affecting
businesses and the commu-
nity.  Government Liaison
Committee this past week
reviewed the present stand
of the National Labor
Relations Boards (NLRB)
on the “ Specialty
Healthcare” case which if
implemented in its present
form would open the door
allowing the creation of
‘micro unions’ groups as
small as five to 10 workers
within individual work-
places. Employers would
be required to bargain with
each group on wages,
benefits, working condi-
tions, training, and job
duties. While the original
intent of the case was to
focus on healthcare spe-
cialties, the NLRB in its
infinite wisdom has de-
cided to broaden the case
to cover all companies
under the National Labor
Relations Act.

  The second key issue the
Committee is monitoring is
the Charleston Port Expan-
sion Study.  Currently the
State has set $400,000
aside, its portion of the
$800,000 needed to conduct
the study.  Since the Federal
Governments $400,000 was
not included in the
President’s budget, our
South Carolina delegation is
investigating other potential
sources of funding. The
State’s delegation views this
study as the one single most
important economic devel-
opment issue facing South
Carolina. We should hear
more very some.
  The Membership Commit-
tee has been reviewing the
benefits of Chamber Mem-
bership and would like to
remind all members of the
services that come with
their membership.
